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Your Pet’s Bad Breath
      Periodontal disease is almost always the cause of bad breath
in dogs and cats. Veterinarians report that between 60% and
80% of dogs and cats have periodontal disease by age five. This
condition develops when bacteria accumulates on teeth and
gums and causes infection. Gum problems and tooth decay are
the common result. Other possible causes for a pet’s bad breath
include infection from a foreign object stuck between teeth or
under gums, a broken tooth, and tumors or ulcers in the mouth.
Underlying illnesses may also give your pet’s breath a strange
odor. For example, diabetes can lead to an excessively sweet
smell, while kidney disease may produce and ammonia-like odor.
Healthy pets have odorless breath.

To help keep your pet’s teeth and gums healthy you can
clean them with special toothpaste and toothbrushes, or a soft
cloth.  Feeding dry food can also be helpful. Dental care is part
of our complete service at Countryside Veterinary Clinic.

Cushing's Disease (Hyperadrenocorticism)
Cushing’s disease occurs, mostly in dogs, when excess hormones get pumped into the blood. This may happen
from an overactive adrenal gland or a growth in the adrenal or pituitary glands. Symptoms vary widely due to the
numerous hormones produced by the adrenal gland. Glucocorticoids (steroids) are commonly overproduced with
this condition. Symptoms of steroid excess include muscle breakdown that leads to a thin-legged, potbellied
appearance. The dog may also drink and urinate more frequently due to secondary infections. Other symptoms
include hair loss, palpable lumps under the skin, increased appetite, panting, and high blood pressure. Cushing’s
disease can be treated medically and surgically.
