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Smoking Linked to
Feline Cancer

      Researchers studying rising rates of the most common feline
cancer were surprised to find a strong link between an owner’s
smoking habit and feline lymphoma.  The study began because
researchers were interested to learn why sarcoma rates were
rising as feline leukemia virus cases were decreasing.  Feline
cancer has previously been linked to the leukemia virus.  A cat’s
lymphoma risk was two and a half times higher when exposed to
secondhand household smoke.  The duration and level of
exposure determined how dramatically a cat’s risk increased.
When a cat lived with just one smoker, its risk was double that
of cats in non-smoking households.  When cats lived with two or
more smokers, its risk was four times higher.
